RECIPE

LOW FAT MOIST CARROT CAKE
1759 Dark brown soft sugar, 2 large eggs at roonpé&rature, 120ml sunflower oil, 200g wholemeal
self-raising flour, 1 teaspoon bicarbonate of s@eaund teaspoons mixed spice, grated zest 1 erang
200g carrots, peeled and coarsely grated, 175gnast

FOR THE TOPPING
2509 Quark (skimmed milk soft cheese) 20g castgars2 teaspoons vanilla extract, 1 rounded
teaspoon ground cinnamon plus a little extra fcatitg.

FOR THE SYRUP GLAZE
Juice of small orange, 1 dessertspoon lemon jdidg dark brown sugar.

You will also need a non-stick baking tin measu2ags x 15cm and 2.5cm deep.
PRE-HEAT THE OVEN TO 170c or gas mark 3.

Begin by whisking the sugar, eggs and oil togethex bowl. Then sift together the flour, bicarbanat
of soda and the mixed spice into bowl, tipping linbés of bran that are left in the sieve. Now il
this together, then fold in the orange zest, careotd sultanas. After that pour the mixture inte th
prepared tin and bake on the centre shelf of then dor 35-40 minutes, until it is well risen ancle
firm and springy to the touch when lightly presgethe centre.

While the cake is cooking make the topping by naxall the ingredients in a bowl until light and
fluffy, then cover with clingfilm and chill for 1-Bours or until needed.

Syrup glaze; whisk together the fruit juices andasun a bowl. Then, when the cake comes out of the
oven, stab it all over with a skewer and quicklp@p the syrup over as evenly as possible. Now leave
cake to cool in tin. Then, when cake is completald, remove it from the tin, spread the toppingmrv
cut into twelve squares and dust with a little marenamon.

PAST PRESIDENTS CHOCOLATE BROWNIES
40zs Bultter, 2 eggs, 30zs plain flour. Level teaspioaking powder, 8ozs soft brown sugar, 10zs cocoa
powder, caster sugar.

Cream butter and sugar until light and fluffy. Aelgigs, beating thoroughly after each one. Sift togret
flour, cocoa and baking powder. Stir into creamextune until well blended.

Spread batter in a buttered Swiss roll tin, apprnately 7inches x linch, bake in centre of the oven
375f or gas mark 4 for thirty minutes. Cut into amgs while still warm and dust with caster sugar.

PRUNES AND APPLE GALLETTES
Quick flaky pastry made with 175g plain flour antDg butter, 15 mi-cuit prunes, halved lengthways, 3
small coxes apples (unpeeled) a little cinnamadapBspoons runny honey.

You will also need a 30 x 25.5cm baking sheet thigbreased.

Make the pastry. Then roll out the pastry on athgfioured surface to 3mm cut out six 10cm dised a
arrange them on the baking tray, pre-heat ovemgak 7 (220c). Now cut each apple into quarters,
core and then cut quarter in into-two. Then arrangeprune halves and four slices of apple inrele
on top of each pastry round, then sprinkle ovéttla ground cinnamon. Now place the baking sheet i
to the oven for 10-12 minutes, place on the highbstf until the galettes are golden brown. Remove
from the oven and , while they are still warm, gl@ach one by brushing a little of the runny honey
over the prunes and apples.
